DATA DIRECTOR –
If you are interested in accessing student data on Data Director, do the following steps:

· Obtain approval and an account in Data Director from your district’s Data Director contact (see attached list)

· There are two ways a district can assign students to you:

· If student are assigned to you (in the master schedule), then the student s will automatically be assigned to you.

· However, if not all your caseload students are assigned to you in the master schedule, then the follow options are available to your district:

· They can set up a program and match students to you so you can view and enter assessment info for them

· Assign you administrative rights to view all students in the building

· Once in the system and assigned students, the following is available to you:

· Assessments – These are reports that are prebuilt or custom-made by staff that show student scores on the assessment.
· Exams – These are reports that are prebuilt or custom-made by district or CISD that are aligned to the GLCEs/HSCEs and can be drilled down to the specific standard and question.

· Reports – These are reports that a district or CISD has created for tracking state or district-wide data.    These can be shared with staff within the district and between districts.

· Standards – This features the search option by grade level and curriculum area for GLCEs, HSCE, and Extended GLCEs similar to FOCUS.

· Students – List of students that are assigned to you.

· Programs –This is the feature that can assign students to you.   This feature is used for special education staff and athletic coaches where the Zangle/Powerschool system may not necessary assign you as the teacher of record but you will want to track the student’s progress and data in data director.

· Data – Demographic data by category.  Categories may be but not limited to free and reduced lunch students, migrant, contact information, attendance, behavior,etc.

· Not all schools have this resource

· The system is designed similar to Data Director 

· Provides data on student progress and can drill down to specific GLCE/HSCE and question on the assessment.  It also can compare groups.
