Following are excerpts from the student’s current Individualized Education Program (I.E.P) and Psychoeducational Report.

Present Level of Educational Performance:

[SAMPLE] Teacher reports indicate that Sally works steadily on her own and is self-driven.  Ninety-nine percent of the time her work is organized.  Sometimes she hurries just to get it done.  She takes initiative and is very social.  Sally is cooperative and works well both individually and in groups.  She attends to the teacher and is prepared for class.  Sally has many friends and interacts appropriately with adults and other students.  She volunteers answers and is not afraid to ask for help or clarifying questions.  Reading is difficult but Sally compensates well and can read to find answers.  Her written expression is acceptable but spelling is poor.  Sally’s mom is very supportive.  Psychological reports identify the following as areas of relative strength:  defining vocabulary words, answering questions requiring practical knowledge, and finding details.  Areas in need of improvement include:  decoding and encoding words, recognizing detail and making inferences from printed passages, solving calculation problems and equations involving basic operations, and writing a short passage given a prompt.  Sally’s overall intellectual performance is classified in the Average range.
