The Calhoun Area School Board Members Board of Directors was called to order by President T. C. Case, Union City at 7:40 p.m.  (Materials for members to review prior to the meeting were distributed prior to dinner.)
The roll call indicated the following individuals as present:

Case, Union City Community Schools; and Ken Ponds, Calhoun ISD.

Also in attendance: Terance Lunger, Executive Secretary and CISD Superintendent; Tom Bean, Asst. Superintendent of Finance; and Rebecca Rocho, Asst. Superintendent  of General Services and Legislation.  All are from Calhoun ISD. 

Adoption of Minutes:  The President asked for questions or revisions on the February 13, 2008 minutes that were mailed with the agenda.  Al Miller, Harper Creek made a motion to approve the minutes as presented; the motion was supported by Susan Buckley, Battle Creek and adopted.

Treasurer’s Report:  There was no updated Treasurer’s Report due to few changes from the February meeting; this information will be distributed at the April General Membership meeting and approved.
Report of Committees:  There were none.  However, Ms. Rocho did inform the Board that the February CBA MASB course was cancelled due to less than 5 reservations.  In order to continue to host CBA classes at Calhoun ISD, we have to encourage an increase in Board Member attendance.
New Business:  
CISD Budget Presentation:  Mr. Bean provided an overview of the 2008-09 CISD General Fund Operating Budget to the Board, as required by law.  Mr. Bean provided a packet for each Board of Director to discuss with their local board members relating to the budget information and a sample resolution which each board will need to consider.  Mr. Bean also reviewed the statutory timeline that must be met to provide input on the CISD budget.  Mr. Bean indicated that all local district superintendents will have the same information reviewed at their upcoming meeting and will be provided copies for their board members at that time.
Selection of Professional Award:  Following a single ballot, members unanimously selected Chris Wigent, WRESA Superintendent and former CISD Superintendent.   A motion was made by Gary Tompkins, Homer, supported by Al Miller, Harper Creek to destroy the ballots for Chris Wigent as the 2008 Professional Award Recipient.
Selection of Citizen Award:  Following a single ballot, members selected Fred Jones, Battle Creek.  A motion was made by Susan Buckley, Battle Creek supported by Ken Ponds, CISD to destroy the ballots for Fred Jones as the 2008 Citizen Award Recipient.  

Nomination of a Special Commendation:  A motion was made by Al Miller, Harper Creek and supported by Susan Buckley, Battle Creek to bestow a Special Commendation on Olivet College as recommended by Olivet Community Schools.  This nomination was supported by the CASBMA Board; Beth Page provided many accomplishments which provided evidence Olivet College is deserving of such special recognition.  
Legislative Update:  Ms. Rocho provided the Board with a brief update re: 2008-09 revenue shortfall from what was predicted at the January Revenue Conference; School Aid impact was $150M as well as a few current bills under consideration.  
Adjournment: With no other information to come before the Board of Directors, a motion was made by Beth Page, Olivet and supported by Janice Darling, Marshall to adjourn the Board of Directors meeting at 8:45 p.m.

Next Meeting: General Membership Meeting on April 23, 2008 for the Annual Awards Banquet at Pennfield High School; awards presented this year will include CASBMA awards as well as MASB awards.
