For 2010-11 school year, Doris Klaussen Developmental Center (DKDC) did not receive an Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) score as our facility was a Shared Educational Entity (SEE).  Below is information entailing what it means to be a Shared Educational Entity: 
·  A cooperative agreement with all LEA’s, which provides the vehicle for attribution of assessment scores & graduation rates from CISD to the district of residence.

· For the purpose of AYP.

· Data remains at educating entity for various other reporting functions.

· Assessments will continue to be administered at operating district.

· SEE will continue to receive building level assessment and graduation reports.

1. Enrollment Process:  Doris Klaussen Developmental Center (DKDC) is a Calhoun ISD school working with local districts to provide programs and services to students through the IEP process.  DKDC does not enroll students independent of local involvement.  If an individual family is interested in the programming at DKDC, their first contact should be with the local special education supervisor.
2. Status of the School Improvement Plan:  DKDC just completed the second year of a three-year School Improvement Plan with the following goals:
Goal # 1:  To increase student performance/achievement in English     Language Arts as measured on the Mi-Access Participation by 30% or maintain a level of 90% or greater, depending on the need.
Goal #2:  To increase student performance/achievement in English Language Arts as measured on the Mi-Access Supported Independence by 20% or maintain a level of 90% or greater, depending on the need.

3. School Description:  DKDC serves students in Calhoun County who are eligible to receive services under the categories of mild, moderate and severe cognitive impairments, severe multiple impairments, autism spectrum disorders and emotional impairments.  DKDC staff work with local districts and families to provide center-based programs and services as well as in local district settings as determined through the IEP process.  DKDC does not enroll students independent of local involvement.  Children who attend DKDC are between the ages of 3 and 26.
The building is a 61,395 square-foot facility located in Calhoun County at 408 E Jameson, Battle Creek, Michigan.  We currently serve approximately 250 students located both at the center-based site as well as in local school district buildings.  In addition to the classrooms and office space, DKDC has a therapeutic swimming pool, gymnasium, cafeteria, diagnostic areas and play areas.

4. Core Curriculum: DKDC’s School’s curriculum was created in cooperation with multiple center-based programs throughout the state of Michigan.  DKDC Participation and Supported Independence Curricula supports have a primary focus of promoting optimal independent skills for students. Areas of focus include personal care, health and fitness, leisure and productivity, domestic activities, social interactions, vocational skills, communication, community, mobility, group situations, unexpected events/ potential harmful situations, time management, self determination, and the core academic areas of math, English language arts, science, social studies, and technology. The DKDC curriculum is aligned to the Michigan Curriculum Frameworks. Individual student focus is determined at their Individualized Education Planning Meeting.
