Dear Parents and Community Members:

We are pleased to present you with the Annual Education Report (AER) which provides key information on the 2010-2011 educational progress for the Calhoun County Juvenile Home.   The AER addresses the complex reporting information required by federal and state laws. The school’s report contains information about student assessment, teacher quality, and Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP).  The Calhoun County Juvenile Home has entered into agreements with each of the local school districts which established our school program as a Shared Educational Entity (SEE).  Under this agreement the student state test scores are reported within the students’ local district scores. Therefore, the Calhoun County Juvenile Home does not receive an AYP from the Michigan Department of Education. State law requires that we also report additional information.  

1. Enrollment Process:  Students enrolled at the Calhoun County Juvenile Home are adjudicated youth placed by the court system.
2. Status of the School Improvement Plan:  The short length of stay creates a challenge in collecting student achievement data.  Due to this factor, the Juvenile Home School Improvement Plan and goals focus on the creation and implementation of an assessment that will collect meaningful student achievement data.  In addition, school staff will analyze and utilize results to develop interventions
3. Brief description of the specialized school:  The Juvenile Home is a residential facility for adjudicated youth.  The students at the Juvenile Home are placed by the courts, many less than 15 days.  The Calhoun ISD operates the school program, providing instruction in English Language Arts, Mathematics, Science and Social Studies.  The teachers are Special Education endorsed and highly qualified in the curriculum content area taught.  Group placement of students is determined by their offense.  The students attend school with their assigned group.  The groups are made up of many different grade, skill and age levels.
4. Curriculum: The Juvenile Home follows the Michigan Merit Curriculum as defined by the state mandate

5. Parent – Teacher Conference Representation:  Due to the nature of the facility, length of stay and the school program, Calhoun County Juvenile Home does not hold regularly scheduled parent-teacher conferences.  Parents are encouraged to contact classroom teachers with any questions or concerns.

6. Additional Information:  As a result of the judicial restrictions associated with adjudicated youth, the Calhoun County Juvenile Home is not able to offer dual enrollment, AP/IB college equivalent courses, or college credit.
